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EVALUATIONS OF ACHIEVEMENTS THROUGH THE COURSE

Positive factors:
• The knowledge of pre-modern literature distributed in the Finnish language to the

appropriate audience;
• Presenting local materials in the Japanese collection to local audiences;
• The achievement of the collection’s online catalogue;
• Constructing a transnational and interdisciplinary network.
Challenges:
• Achievements of the course not filling the evaluation criteria by the Ministry of

Education and Culture in Finland;
• An absence of a pedagogical framework to utilise resources for educational

purposes and to produce outputs from this usage;
• Challenges in cooperating with organisations outside the university.
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• The need for cooperation and collaboration among different actors for using
materials for education purposes;

• Importance to consider the sustainable environment of using materials for
educational purposes;

• Needing to construct the sustainable model and strategy of using materials for
education purposes;

• Further cooperation among actors.
