Leuven can easily be reached by car, since it is situated near a number of 

main motorways (E40 and E314). 

If you come from Brussels: 
- Follow the E314 highway to Genk/Hasselt/Leuven 
- Take exit 15: LEUVEN 
 
By train 
There are good train connections from Brussels and Liege. For timetables 
and other train information: http://www.nmbs.be.The station is called LEU-
VEN. 
 
By plane 
Fly to Brussels International Airport (Zaventem). For more information

From Brussels International Airport you can go to Leuven: 
- by taxi: A taxi takes about 25 min from Brussels Airport to Leuven. A sin-
gle journey will cost about 65 euro. 
- by train: There are two direct trains from the airport to Leuven each hour 
(i.e. -u17; .-u39). The train takes about 15 minutes to Leuven. A single jour-
ney will cost about 6 euro.
