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From April 2009, Nishogakusha University
launched his own research program called
"Japanese Kanbun instruction and research
program' to continue to promote the
diffusion and research on Japanese Kanbun.
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* As | already presented the database (1) in Venezia
and the workshops, classes via Internet and
research group (2) at the conference in Lisbon,
today | would like to give a presentation on the
documents held by Nishogakusha University and
also its latest research activities on that subject.
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The founder Mishima
ChGsh( (1830-1919)
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(1830-1919) who came from a
wealthy farmers family of the former Matsuyama
feudal domain. He was educated to the Confucian
classics by Yamada Hokoku, Saitd Setsudd and Asaka
Gonsai. In 1872, He became employed at the Meiji
government, working as a judge and a prosecutor for
the Ministry of Justice. He is also known for
contributing in1887 to the establishment of the Civil

Code originally drafted by the French jurist Boissonade.
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* He also lectured on Kanbun at Tokyo
University, was a researcher at the
Japanese Academy and obtained a
doctorate in literature. Later in his life, he
taught Kanbun and Chinese poetry to the

Meiji emperor and the Taisho emperor.
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 Wang Yangming (1472-1529) was a Neo-Confucian
philosopher from the Ming dynasty in China. During the
Edo period, Nakae Toju and Kumazawa Banzan, his
disciple, followed his teachings and promoted them in
Japan. In the late Edo period, Sato Issai, a professor at
the Confucian academy Shoheizaka gakumon s o, as well
as its two disciples Sakuma Sh6zan and Yamada Hokoku,
were also influenced by Wang Yangming's teachings.

Yangming philosophy had indeed a great influence on
the Japanese philosophers at the end of End period.
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 Yamada Hokoku,Sato Issai’s disciple, was one of
Mishima’s teachers. Around 1900, when the
Kanbun were used to instructed people,
Yangming study was again considered as
important and was taught by Mishima Chishu
and its followers. Politicians, bureaucrats and
capitalists who feared the spread of socialism
also supported Yangming philosophy.
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* After losing his job at the tribuna, Mishima Chishu created
the 10th October 1877 a Chinese academy. Students who
graduated from his academy went after to the school of the
Department of Justice, the Military academy or the Tokyo
University. Natsume Soseki (writer), Nakae Chomin
(philosopher), Fukushima Yasumasa (General in the army)
Nagao Uzan (researcher on Chinese studies) and Oda
Yorozu(jurist) are the most famous people who studied at
its academy on this period.

* |n 1879, the Ministry of Education certified
Mishima academy as a junior high school.
Then, from the 1820's, it continued to operate
as a school for training students to the

Japanese and Chinese studies teaching license
examination.
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* Before World War 2, as it was established by the higher
education bureau, students after graduating from
secondary education went to vocational school whereas
nowadays many of them go to University. Nishogakusha
was managed by Shibusawa Eiichi and then by Yamada Jun,
one of Mishima's disciple and grandson of Yamada hokoku,

who became the first director of the school. Nishogakusha
became a vocational school in 1928.
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* |ts purpose was closed to those of the Daito Bunka
Gakuin institute that was created by the government
in 1926 to train teachers in Japanese and Chinese
literature. Since its creation as a Chinese academy
and until 1945, Nishogakusha continued to be a
school specialized on Chinese studies.
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 Teachers who achieved the three years course were
given a license to teach at secondary education
institutions without needing to take the examination.
Many of the teachers who took that course graduated
from the department of Japanese studies of the Tokyo
Imperial University. Amongst the most famous one
were for example Tachibana Junichi (classic literature),
Shioda Ryohei (modern literature), Yamazaki Fumoto
(pre-modern literature) and Tomikura Jir6 (middle age
literature).
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* Nishogakusha became a university in 1949 but at that time
there were only two departments: Japanese Literature and
Chinese Literature. In 1966 it started a graduate program
(at the beginning the highest diploma for the Japanese
literature department students was a Master degree
whereas in the Chinese studies department, the highest
diploma was a doctorate). In 1991, Nishogakusha opened a

new department called International politics and economic
department. In 1968, the Oriental studies research center
was created, followed by the creation in 1978 of the
Yangming study research center. There were both
integrated in 2004 to the Asian studies global research
center.
